
 
RETURNING THE PASSPORT OF A DECEASED PERSON 

 
It is important that the passport of a deceased person is cancelled so it cannot be used 
illegally. Outside the United Kingdom, you should send or hand in this passport, along with 
this form and a copy of the death certificate to your nearest British Consulate. For security 
reasons we ask that you cut off the top right hand corner of the passport before returning it. 
This is to ensure that it cannot be used fraudulently. 
 
 
When we get the passport we will either:  
 
a) Cancel it so it cannot be it used and dispose of it safely on your behalf, or 
b) Cancel it so it cannot be used and return it to you. 
 

Please indicate which option you prefer. If no preference is indicated, the FCO will 
dispose of your passport upon receipt. 

 
 

If the passport is lost or unavailable, if is your responsibility to advise the FCO (or IPS if you 
are in the United Kingdom) accordingly. You should do this sending us a Lost and Stolen 
(LS01) form and a copy of the death certificate.
